Yellow Craig, Dirleton, East Lothian

Thursday 14th June

River Tweed
Meet at 7pm at the Ladykirk and Norham bridge NT889472.  

This is the B6470 Swinton – Norham raod.

Riverside walk along the banks of the River Tweed.

Sunday 22nd July
Pease Dean
Meet at 2pm at the Pease Dean caravan site car park, NT794706.

Follow caravan site signs from the roundabout on the A1 at Cockburnspath.

This walk through the SWT reserve is quite steep in places with many stpes on the path, participants must be reasonably fit and able.  Stout footwear required

Wednesday 15th August

Gordon Community Woodland
Meet at 6pm at the main car park NT661436.  The entrance is from the A61054 Greenlaw – Gordon road at the bottom of the hill on the west side of East Gordon farm.

Woodland and moorland walk.  Stout footwear required.

Sunday 9th September 

Hardens Hill to Duns
Meet at 1.30pm at the markt Square in Duns for car transport to the top of the road at Hardens Hill on the Longformacus road.  Walk from Langton Edge back to Duns via Duns Castle.  Participants must be reasonably fit and able as it is quite a long walk and stout footwear is essential.

Much of this will be a woodlands walk.
